The meeting was attended by several residents.  Contact details of attendees were taken in line with COVID 19 regulations.  The residents addressed the council from the main part of the church about ongoing unneighbourly behaviour by another resident which has included burning of materials producing noxious gases at all hours of the day and night and loud noise from parties into the early hours. The residents have tried to approach the neighbour but the unneighbourly incidents continue.  The residents have supplied evidence of incidents to Swale BC but are frustrated by the lack of response from Swale BC. The residents asked the Parish Council for support in the situation.

The Parish Council is following KALC’s advice in this approach to ensure due diligence in the process.  The Parish Council have received two quotes for legal assistance in the documenting of any funding arrangements.  This is unbudgeted expenditure.  The Parish Council resolved to engage an IIA and legal assistance. 
089/21 Matters arising

Highway Matters & Rural Lanes:  The dip in Painters Forstal Road would be looked at by Andy Watson.  
The A2/A251 junction closure- Porters Lane and Plumford Lane would be reopened imminently. The Parish Council will monitor their usage once restrictions are lifted. 
Poppyfield field- The Council do not feel there is likely to be a problem this year but will monitor. It will be an Agenda item for 2022.

20/501715/Full Land At Perry Court London Road Faversham Kent ME13 8RY.  Erection of 45 residential dwellings including associated landscaping, access and infrastructure. We comment as follows: while we find the layout to be of a modest improvement, resulting in less of an impact on the listed building the concerns we expressed in our previous representations still stand.
We note that there are no proposals in the latest amendments to increase or contribute towards the local infrastructure to cope with the increase in demand generated by the development.
Traffic generated by the extra residential accommodation will cause more congestion on the Brogdale Road, and increased pressure on the rural lanes in the Parish which are already overused as vehicles seek alternative routes to avoid the Brogdale Road.
Air quality concerns from additional traffic which will be generated by the extra 45 dwellings proposed in the application.

21/502441/FULL New Barns Farm Box Lane Painters Forstal ME13 0RU.  Demolition of 115 sq m of existing floorspace and erection of new commercial building for Elvis and Kresse with associated parking and wastewater treatment facility.
